Sport Climbing Operating Procedures

Eligibility Requirements:

1. Participants must be registered guests or staff of Camp MiVoden.

2. Participants must be at least 10 years old.
Camper/Staff Ratio:

1. There must always be at least 1 staff member for every 6 participants.
Equipment and Maintenance:
1. All equipment must have a thorough inspection, log, and inventory at the end of each summer.
2. All gear is to be replaced as needed, or as recommended by the equipment manufacturer.

3. Harnesses and Ropes
a) Must be visually inspected before and after each use for worn fibers, wood slivers, and kinks.

b) If wet, hang to dry in a safe location, and do not use until thoroughly dry.

c) When ropes get dirty, wash according to manufacturer instructions.

d) No chemicals should ever come into contact with ropes or harnesses.

4. Carabiners
a) Must be visually inspected before and after each use for ease of locking and unlocking gates, stress marks, and hairline cracks.  Inspection must be noted in the equipment log book.

b) Must never be dropped.

c) Squeaky gates may be cleaned with Tri-Flo as long as adequate drying time is allowed before the carabiner or pulley comes into contact with the ropes or harnesses.

Emergency Procedures:

1. A staff member certified in first aid and CPR must be present at all times.
2. In the event of an emergency, one facilitator will administer first aid and/or CPR while the other facilitator goes for the nurse.  The emergency procedures outlined in the staff manual will be followed.

Safety Regulations:
1. Use appropriate protective equipment.

a) Before climbing, participants must be equipped with the following and inspected by the instructor.

Only staff members who have been trained in belying by the 
climbing director may belay climbers. 
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
